There is a lot happening behind the scenes in downtown
development. Lehighton Borough Council has approved utilizing the
Main Street Four Point Approach® for downtown revitalization. The
Main Street Steering Committee (MSSC) has been very busy following
the recommendations of the three reports generated from the Smart
Growth Grants. The mission of the Main Street Steering Committee
is to build pride and preservation in the Lehighton Downtown
Business District. Guided by the Main Street 4-Point Approach, our
driven volunteers provide support and encouragement to the Business
District, the surrounding community and the residents and visitors of
our hometown.

The MSSC meets at 6:30pm on the 4th Monday of each month
at Borough Hall. Currently, there are 19 members of the Steering
Committee and we are actively recruiting volunteers. The group is

working on short-term projects, educating themselves on the Four
Point Approach and networking with other communities.

The MSSC had visited Tamaqua to learn about their successes and challenges during their 25 years of dedication in building a better
community and thriving downtown. We will be meeting with other communities in the future and will continue to learn how to succeed.

TRASH & RECYCLE COLLECTION

Tire recycling event will be held October 12, 2019 from 9-11am at the Public Works
garage, 74 East Penn Street. This event is for Borough garbage customers ONLY. Must
bring Utility bill showing you pay garage to Lehighton Borough.

The Yard Waste dumpster at the Public Works garage will no longer be available for use until next
spring. We have been having non-recyclable materials put in the dumpster and the company is not
going to allow us to utilize their services any longer because of this.

Telephone poles, split rail fencing, railroad ties and other items of this nature are NOT yard waste.

Public Works no longer accepts used oil of any kind due to chemicals being mixed in with the oil.
This practice stopped over a year ago but oil is still showing up at the garage resulting in an added
expense to the borough to have it hauled away.

County Waste has asked that we continue to remind residents to NOT put non-recyclables in their
recycle cans. Styrofoam is NOT recyclable. Cardboard boxes are to be flattened so there is more
room in the truck.

You are not allowed to open, look into,
search through or remove any items from solid waste and recycling containers.

In addition to new ordinances, we would like to remind the public of existing ordinances:

< No signs, banners, posters, etc. are allowed to be posted on utility poles, light posts, signs or sign posts

% All residential sidewalks must be cleared of snow and ice to a minimum width of 36 inches within 48 hours of
the snowfall

% All businesses must fully clear their sidewalks within 4 hours of the snowfall.

% It is illegal to place any snow in the streets from the sidewalks or private property

LEHIGHTON LIGHT & POWER DEPARTMENT

Public Power Week will be celebrated October 6, 2019, thru October 12,
2019. We will once again be hosting an open house event on October 9,
2019 from 10:00 am until 2:00 pm at the Light and Power Department
building located at 675 Bridge Street. Please stop by for some promotional
items and food to help us celebrate the event.

The Light and Power Department is in the process of securing contractors
and materials to upgrade our electric system from North Ninth Street and
Coal Street to the Gardens of Gypsy Hill. The upgrade will provide us with
anew 12KV primary wire system, new transformers, and a new tie point to
feed the system in the event of emergencies.

We are actively working on upgrading the electric underground wires,
light poles, and installing LED lighting in the Upper Park.

Tree trimming will take place in the last quarter of 2019, helping us
reduce outages caused by tree contact to our system.

Hope to see our Borough Residents on October 9, 2019.

UNDERSTANDING YOUR ELECTRIC BILL

You will notice two charges on the monthly utility bill for electric. The first charge
is the calculation of your monthly electric consumption. The second charge is “PPAC”
which will be followed by a positive or negative number in parentheses. That number
is the purchased power adjustment clause to reflect the changes in the actual purchased
power cost for the Borough. PPAC is a separate item which reflects the increases/
decreases in the cost of power purchased by Lehighton Light and Power. This formula is
calculated and varies monthly.

When the Borough saves, our customers save through the PPAC formula. In 2017,
the Borough had updated our power purchase contracts and since then a negative PPAC
has shown on your bills. In August 2019, Council had agreed to extend the purchase
agreement through the AMP-NextEra contract for an additional savings. Our goal is to
continue to pass on savings to our customers through this monthly adjustment.

PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT - FALL/WINTER 2019

Leaf collection begins November 1 thru November 30
Please don't place leaves on storm catch basins. Please keep leaf piles at least 30 feet from intersections.
Snow removal:
During any snow emergency all vehicles must be removed from the roadway on all snow emergency routes.
Watch for orange no parking signs for snow removal.
No piles of snow will be permitted to be placed in the street.
Do not shovel, blow or plow from any sidewalk or driveway into roadway; it is illegal and you can be cited.

If you have a storm inlet in front of your property please assist borough in keeping it clear of snow & ice. This will prevent ice
from accumulating and reduce drainage issues when the snow begins to melt

If you have a fire hydrant in front of your property, please help your fire department by clearing snow & ice three (3) feet in all
directions

No person shall “save a parking space” by placing objects in the street. Do not allow children to build snow forts, especially in
streets. The results could be tragic

Please be courteous to plow truck drivers they are just trying to keep roadways clear & safe for travel.

MUNICIPAL SEPARATE STORM SEWER SYSTEM (MS4)

Lehighton Borough is preventing stormwater pollution through
a stormwater management program. The Borough administers
and implements the MS4 (Municipal Separate Sewer System)
program and best management practices in accord with the
Environmental Protection Agency and the Pennsylvania Department
of Environmental Protection requirements.

You can do your part in keeping our streams and rivers clean by
preventing grass pollution.

Grass clippings are actually too valuable to waste.

* Leave it on the Lawn — A mulching lawnmower shreds
the clippings and leaves them on the grass to decompose,
preventing stormwater pollution and adding moisture and
fertilizer to the lawn.

Backyard Composting — If you typically bag your grass clippings,
use them to start a compost pile. Adding grass provides moisture
and nitrogen allowing for a more rapid decomposition.

+ Less Frequent Lawn Mowing — Mowing your lawn less can
actually be beneficial and prevent weeds from growing. Cutting
only the top 1/3 of the grass blades will shade out some weeds
and encourage a deep root system.
