LEHIGHTON FIRE DEPARTMENT

As we approach the summer season, the Lehighton Fire = WHEN THE GRILL IS ON:
Department would like to take this opportunity to offer some
Grilling safety tips provided by the National Fire Protection

Association.
GENERAL GRILLING TIPS:
* Propane and charcoal BBQ grills should only be used outdoors.

+ As you are cooking, if you smell gas, turn off the gas tank and
burners.

+If the leak stops immediately, get the grill serviced by a
professional before using it again.

« If the smell continues, move away from the grill and call the
fire department immediately. Do not move the grill.

CHARCOAL GRILLS:

* The grill should be placed well away from the home, deck
railings and out from under eaves and overhanging branches.

* Keep children and pets away from the grill area. * There are several ways to get the charcoal ready to use.

* Keep your grill clean by removing grease or fat buildup from
the grills and in trays below the grill.

* Never leave your grill unattended.

BEFORE YOU USE YOUR GRILL:

+ Check the major connection points between the gas (propane)
tank hose and the regulator and cylinder, and where the hose
connects to the burners. Tighten if loose.

* Check the gas (propane) tank hose for the potential (gas) leaks.
To do that:

- Apply a light soap and water solution to the hose using a
brush or spray bottle.

- Turn the propane tank on. If there is a gas leak, the propane
will release bubbles around the hose (big enough to see).

- If there are no bubbles, your grill is safe to use.

« If there are bubbles, turn off the tank and check connections,
then have your grill serviced by a professional before using it
again.

« If the leak doesn’t stop, call the fire department immediately.

Charcoal chimney starters allow you to start the charcoal using
newspaper as a fuel.

« If you use a starter fluid, use only charcoal starter fluid. Never
add charcoal fluid or any other flammable liquids to the fire.

+ Keep charcoal fluid out of the reach of children and away from
heat sources.

* There are also electric charcoal starters, which do not use fire.
Be sure to use an extension cord for outdoor use.

* When you are finished grilling, let the coals completely cool
before disposing in a metal container.

Following these tips will help ensure your summer cook outs are

safe and enjoyable.

MUNICIPAL SEPARATE STORM SEWER SYSTEM (MS4)

Lehighton Borough is the owner of a municipal separate storm sewer system (MS4) that discharges to surface waters of the
Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. Therefore, the Pennsylvania Department of Environmental Protection (PA-DEP) requires that the
Borough obtain and comply with the requirements of a NPDES General Permit (PAP-13).

A separate storm sewer system is a collection of structures, including retention basins, ditches, roadside inlets and underground
pipes designed to gather stormwater from the built up areas and discharge it, without treatment, into local streams and rivers. It’s called
a separate system because it’s not connected to the sanitary sewer system which drains waste water from inside a home to a sewage
treatment facility or a private septic system.

Annually, Lehighton Borough submits an MS4 Annual Report Form which outlined the Borough’s efforts to comply with the NPDES
GP-13requirements. The Borough follows the PA-DEP’s 6 Minimum Control Measures (MCM’s) protocols which include:

+ Public Education and Outreach of Storm Water Impacts
« Public Involvement/Participation

« Illicit Discharge Detection and Elimination

* Construction Site Storm Water

+ Post-Construction Storm Water Management in New Development and Redevelopment

+ Pollution Prevention/Good Housekeeping for Municipal Operations

The Borough has adopted and enforces
a Stormwater Management Ordinance. All
stormwater management plans are required to
have engineering review and approval before
approval of all new developments.

Lehighton Borough and the Carbon County
Conservation District work together in reviewing
and in the enforcement of erosions and sediment
control measures. If you think you have
observed any erosion or sediment problem from
any construction site, please call the Carbon
County Conservation District. The District
will investigate these issues for the Borough and
enforce the regulations as applicable.

If you have any other type of stormwater
problem or concern, please call the Borough
Office at 610-377-4002 to have it investigated.
You will be required to give your name, address,
telephone number where you can be contacted,
along with the specific location and description
of the problem.

2021 BUDGET

The final 2021 Budget, as adopted on December 21, 2020 sets the real estate taxes at a total of 9.5 mills with 2 mills allocated to the
Fire Station Construction Fund, 1 mill for Fire Equipment and %2 mill for capital reserve for funding capital needs and large projects.
The Borough also levies 6 mills for Occupation Taxes.

In fact, that is not
the case. The Borough wants compliance with codes to ensure health and
safety for the community. Isett will work with you throughout the precess and
provide guidance. Cooperation on your part is needed in arder to achieve a
successful completion of the project.
